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forgive everyone and our depression 
can be healed.  God is so good, He 
never wants us to think we don’t need to 
forgive and after we die we have to 
spend weeks or months in Purgatory 
where we learn to forgive. 

This is also true of any individual who 
has addictions; drugs, smoking or alco-
hol.  These individuals also need to tell 
God daily that they do choose to forgive 
everyone who has ever hurt them.  
Their easiest road to recovery would be 
to tell God frequently that they com-
pletely forgive every single individual 

who has ever hurt them.  The 
best way to speed up our recov-
ery is to pray for our enemies, 
offer our Holy Communions for 
their benefit or do a small sacri-
fice for those needing forgive-
ness. 

If we do this, we not only are set 
free, but Jesus now becomes 
someone we have a much 
stronger love for.  —Fr. John 

Perhaps the most common com-
plaint that we humans experience is 
that we may be suffering from de-
pression.  This is not only painful, 
but it saps the joy out of our lives if 
it persists a long time.  While giving 
Parish Missions for over ten years, 
this is the commonest complaint 
that I kept hearing.  When counsel-
ing with them, I quickly realized 
almost every one was very angry.  
So my first question was:  Do you 
know who you are so angry with?  
Some could immediately name one 
or many.  But most denied being 
angry with anyone at all.  No 
wonder depression is such 
a common experience. 

So what do we need to do?  
Tell the Lord when in 
prayer, that you don’t want 
to be angry with anyone, no 
matter how badly they may 
have hurt you.  Next, you 
tell Jesus you willingly for-
give everyone of these 

individuals, no matter what they 
may have said or done to you. All of 
us have the ability to block out our 
anger to where we don’t even think 
of it, but it will always be there if 
there if we don’t forgive.  So we can 
expect that our Lord is not going to 
heal us until we forgive our perpe-
trators. 

Do we need to tell those we are 
angry with that we forgive them?  
No, because we may give them a 
second chance to hurt us again.  
We only need to tell God that we

At Liturgy of the Eucharist, when the 
Chalice is on the Altar, before your 
Priests consecrates the Precious Blood 
of Jesus, changing it from wine to the 
Blood of our Majesty, Divine Jesus, 
ask Heavenly Father to forgive and 
heal yourself and your family from any 
curses. At the moment your Priest 
raises the Chalice in the air, praise the 
Lord, thank the Lord for your Heal-
ing!  If we only knew how Jesus longs 
for us to open our hearts and receive 
His graces of mercy, we would cry. 

Curses come from many sources. Oth-
ers curse us, we curse ourselves 
(playing with a Ouija Board), and 
bloodline ancestors cursed themselves 
and did not repent before they died so 
the curse goes down the generational 
bloodline to us. 

Curses are very hard to break, but they 
can be destroyed and you set free. The 
best way to break any curse is by using 
the greatest gift of love our Heavenly 
Father gave us, the Blood of Jesus!

Jeanne Marie Rendu  

Was born on 9 September 1786 at 
Confort, a district of Gex in the Jura 
Mountains.  She was the eldest of four 
girls.  Her parents who were small 
property owners, and respected 
throughout the area.  Jeanne Marie 
was baptized the day she was born in 
the parish church of Lancrans.   

Jeanne Marie Rendu was three years 
old when the Revolution broke out in 
France.  Jeanne Marie made her First 
Communion one night by candlelight 
in the basement of her home.   

Jeanne Marie discovered the Daugh-
ters of Charity caring for others in the 
hospital and she decided to join their 
order and joined the Motherhouse on 
25 May 1802 when she was nearing 17 
years and received the name Sr. Rosa-
lie.  Her mantra became: “You will go 
and visit the poor ten times a day, and 
ten times a day you will find God 
there...you go into their poor homes, 
but you find God there.” 

She opened a free clinic, a pharmacy, a 
school, an orphanage, a child-care 
center, a youth club for young workers 
and a home for the elderly without 

resources.  She Sr. Rosalie died on 7 
February 1856 after a brief illness.   

Brothers & Sisters of Charity of St. Vincent de Paul 

In the days of St. Vincent de Paul, the 
devout married women who prayed 
with him were called, “Ladies of Char-
ity”. The men would be considered, 
“Gentlemen of Charity”. They were 
the lay men and women who sup-
ported St. Vincent and the Sisters of 
Charity and the new order of Priests 
St. Vincent began. The Ladies and 
Gentlemen were dedicated servants of 
charity, they saved so many lives. 

Today, our Apostles are also known as 
“Ladies of Charity” and “Gentlemen 
of Charity”. We are lay men and 
women, serving our Lord by our acts 
of charity. Our first order of charity is 
to write names of those whom we 
know on a blessed green scapular, 
consecrating him or her to Jesus 
through Mary.

do not need to call or contact those 
we are angry with. Probably many of 
them would not even remember who 
we are.  All we need to do is tell Jesus 
that we forgive every single person 
who may have ever hurt us.

The most common reason for a pa-
tient to be admitted into a hospital in 
America is because they are suffering 
with depression.  This was also the 
most common reason for individuals 
who came to see me for prayer when I 
was giving parish missions around this 
country. 

When I met with a depressed individ-
ual, I started with this question, “Do 
you have any idea who you are so an-
gry with?”  A few could relate a whole 
litany of names but most said they 
were not angry with anyone.  It’s 
amazing how our minds can block out 
reality.  Those who admitted they were 
angry with anyone, where told they 
needed to forgive that person or per-
sons.  Forgiving is like taking an ant-
acid for heartburn acid stomach.  We 

prayer and to heal the anger he or she 
had within them. 

The only cure for any anger that bur-
dens us is to forgive the individuals 
who cause it.  We tell Jesus, you al-
ways taught us to love and forgive, 
even our enemies, now we are suffer-
ing and not able to be happy because 
of this.
